Isaiah 9:6 “For unto us a Child is born, .” Normally this verse is celebrated at Christmas time, but it is 

most certainly significant for evangelism.  We are not speaking to lost people about just a 

philosophy or some great teaching or doctrine; we are speaking of a historical fact with 

immeasurable meaning.  God came to us as human, in time, in a location, as the second Adam = 

the new Adam.  We do not present the lost with only a set of ideas to believe in, but rather we 

present a Person in Whom they must trust Who was incarnated, lived, died, resurrected, is ruling 

today, and will return just as He left.  “…unto us a Son is given…” The pivotal point in the story is 

not that Jesus did something but rather the incarnation of someone – Who, of course, will do 

something.  Do not go too quickly to His actions that you forget His being as God and His 

incarnation as the second Human.
