He 

also holds that the Tanak has to be in the Hebrew for he says Hebrew is God’s language and has 

power and that the letters are magical and as such is a talisman.  He believes in a karma-like system 

of works and reincarnation.  I pray that God would allow me speak to him more of his need for 

salvation.  My desire is to preach Jesus and the cross; though it appears to him as foolishness, I know 

that it is the power of God. Second, Kathy spoke with a lady, Maria, who has recently moved here 

from Orlando. We pray that she will attend as she has promised to do. 

Update: We praise the Lord for another year to serve Him!  He has been so very good to us in His 

provision and protection.  Juancho continues to come to church for which we are very thankful.  

Juana has become more feeble but is always a joy to have when she attends.  Pray for Abraham as 

he takes care of her.
